WHAT IS EDINBURGH LETS ?

LETS is a means for people to trade goods and
buy services without using cash. In Edinburgh
we use an alternative currency called ‘Reekies’ -
an hour of someone’s time is typically valued at
five Reekies.

LETS is run by its members and is a not-for-profit
organisation based on community skills. LETS
puts local people in touch with each other and
provides an effective way of sharing skills. There
are no interest charges! There is no need to be
in credit.

LETS is also a way to recycle your unwanted
items, by “selling” them for Reekies.

HOW TO TRADE ?

You can either trade with other members using
the LETS website or you can meet and trade at
local LETS fairs.

LETS WEBSITE lists all Edinburgh members’
offers and wants. We contact each other to agree
arrangements - price in Reekies, time and place.
Once details are completed satisfactorily, the
Reekie payment is transferred, using the LETS
website. Members agreeing a service do not
need to arrange a reciprocal trade.

LOCAL FAIRS are regular events held across
Edinburgh where members meet to trade goods
and services - this is a fun way to raise Reekies (by
recycling old clothes, books, DVDs etc) as well as
meeting other members. Each event is different.
Some members bring freshly-baked bread or
offer a massage - even helping on the day can
earn Reekies. Check our website for dates.
